3. Students will be able to find the greatest common factor (GCF) of a
group of numbers.

4. Students will be able to differentiate between equivalent and non-
equivalent fractions.

Activity:

1. Students are given a worksheet on which they will list the factors of
various pairs of numbers.

2. Students will examine the factors of various pairs of numbers to

determine the greatest common factor, (GCF).

Students will simplify a group of proper fractions.

any which are not.
